FOUNDATION REPORT JANUARY 2011

The Georgia National Guard Family Support Foundation, Inc. was organized in the State of Georgia in 1994
exclusively for charitable purposes within the meaning of Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. The
Foundation’s sole purpose is to provide emergency relief assistance for basic needs during times of financial crisis to the
members and families of the Georgia National Guard and other qualified members of the Georgia Department of Defense.
The Foundation, although not a military organization, is recognized as an official support organization of the
Georgia National Guard.

During calendar year 2010, the Foundation approved 229 APPLICATIONS (189 Grants and 40 interest-free Loans) to our
military families in the total amount of $ 157,269.00. This brought our cumulative totals to more than 1,556 Grants and
Loans and over $1,352,004.00 in emergency relief assistance since 2004. We received $ 234,475.00 in contributions for
2010 from the following donors:
