DELAYS BECAUSE OF MEDICAL ISSUES AND THE COLLECTION OF INCAPACITATION PAY.

1 EMERGENCY TRAVEL EXPENSES TO GUARD MEMBERS WHEN CALLED HOME FOR SERIOUS FAMILY
EMERGENCIES INVOLVING THE RED CROSS.

1 ASINGLE MOM, A TRADITIONAL SOLDIER, LOST HER JOB, HER UNEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS HAD
